Since its founding in 2001, ATRC help Kosovar
NGOs to professionalize their work, articulating their
demands and advocated to government structures on
important matters for Kosovo society.

During 2014, Advocacy Training and Resource
Centre (ATRC) continued to implement the project of
the United States Agency for International Develop-
ment (USAID) access to justice project, entitled “In-
creasing Citizen's Awareness and Participation in the
Justice System”, within program USAID Forward.

On February 2014, 12 local organizations are
awarded to implement projects all over Kosovo, for the
second Round of Grants, which was announced
through Request for Applications (RFA) in November
2013.

Also, in August 2014, ATRC has announced the
third Round of Grants by submitting a Request for Ap-
plications (RFA).

The Request for Application (RFA) is published in
the various prints and electronic media. In order to pro-

vide more detailed information about the application
process for grants ATRC organized a press conference
in Prishtina, as well as nine informational meetings at
nine Kosovo Municipalities: Pristina, Peja, Prizren,
Gjilan, Mitrovica, North Mitrovica, Strpce, Gracanica
and Ferizaj.

Assessment process of grant award is an open and
transparent process, which is conducted by the Grant
Award Board (GAB) and consists of three external
members and which are different in the each round of
grants.

The brief description of the Project Proposal

The overall goal of the project is to contribute in im
proving the perception of the population in the jus
tice system in Kosovo about consumer rights. The
project focuses on raising the awareness of the pop
ulation about their rights as a consumer and their
role in achieving a transparent justice system.

In order to achieve maximum impact, ATRC has
provided to each grant beneficiary the capacity devel-
opment services through internal and external re-
sources, so that all grant beneficiaries to successfully
implement their projects. During this year, ATRC or-
ganized two meetings and one round table between
grantees and representatives of Kosovo's judicial insti-
tutions and two workshops for grantees.



On March 7, Advocacy Training and Resource
Centre (ATRC) organized first meeting between repre-
sentatives of Justice Institutions and awarded grantees
of USAID/ ATRC project “Increasing Citizen's
Awareness and Participation in the Justice System”.
The aim of the workshop was to bring representatives
of Kosovo Judicial Institutions and grantees together
in sharing information regarding the court legal infra-
structure, new law on courts, access to court system,
legal mechanisms available for court monitoring, best
communication practices with the courts. Also grantees
had an opportunity to introduce their projects in front
of the representatives of justice institutions.
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The meeting was highly evaluated from both
Kosovo Judicial Institutions and Representatives of
Grantees. The overall opinion was that it was a unique
opportunity for both sectors to meet and share their
ideas on improving Judicial System in Kosovo. Repre-
sentatives from Kosovo Judicial Institutions were: Hy-
dajet Hyseni (Kosovo Judicial Council), Sadri Krasniqi
(Kosovo Prosecutorial Council, Zef Prendrecaj (The
Office of Disciplinary Counsel) and representatives of
12 USAID/ ATRC grantees of round II.



On June 26 ATRC organized the workshop on "In-
formation about findings of Court monitoring" be-
tween representatives of judicial institutions and
representatives of 12 local organizations that are bene-
ficiaries of the second round of grants, under the proj-
ect "Increasing Citizens’ Awareness and Participation
in the Justice System "supported by USAID and im-
plemented by ATRC.

The purpose of the workshop was that 12 local ben-
eficiary organizations of this project to present the pre-
liminary findings, results and difficulties in
implementing their projects in front of representatives
of judicial institutions.

Introductory remarks came from Mr. Randall Olson
DG. Deputy of USAID, where among other things he
said that, (we cite) “A strong relationship between the
justice sector and civil society is key to providing trans-
parent and effective access to justice for Kosovo’s citi-
zens.”

The discussion was held between representatives of
local organizations and representatives of the judicial
institutions: Hydajet Hyseni (Kosovo Judicial Council),
Sadri Krasniqi (Kosovo Prosecutor Council), Zef Pren-
drecaj (Disciplinary Office of Procurement). At the
end, Hydajet Hyseni said (we cite) '"This collaboration
helps KJC to improve the performance of the judiciary
in providing justice for Kosovo.”



On September 3, ATRC held a workshop on “Or-
ganization’s operational and financial policy manual”,
for 12 grantees of round II in the framework of the
project “Increasing Citizen's Awareness and Participa-
tion in the Justice System”, supported by the Agency
of the United States for International Development
(USAID) and implemented by ATRC.

This workshop is held as a part of technical assis-
tance that ATRC provides to USAID/ ATRC grantees
in strengthening their capacities. It is expected that
grantees that do not own organizational policies, come
up with them by the end of the project.



On October 3rd in Pristina, was held a round table
"Presentation of project results and the final findings
of monitoring activities of the courts and public aware-
ness" as a part of the project “Increasing Citizen's
Awareness and Participation in the Justice System”,
which is supported by the Agency of the United States
for International Development (USAID) and imple-
mented by the ATRC.

The purpose of this workshop was for local organ-
izations that are awarded by this project, to present the
final findings from court monitoring throughout
Kosovo to representatives of judicial institutions and
the results achieved during the implementation of their
projects. Six local organizations, from a total of 12 ben-
eficiaries of grants, the Advocacy Center for Demo-
cratic Culture (ACDC), North Mitrovica, Association
of Independent Intellectuals (SHIP), from Decani,
PREHJA, Skenderaj, Center for Policy and Advocacy
(QPA) Pristina, Communication for Social Develop-
ment (CSD), from Gracanica and Emancipimi Civil
Ma Ndryshe (EC Ma Ndryshe) from Prizren, were fo-
cused on the results and findings in: cases of heritage
with a focus on women, domestic violence regarding
the rights of women and children, cutting of forests and
degradation of nature, communication between courts
and citizens, the degree of consideration of the rights
of non-majority communities by the courts, respect for
the rights of workers during the privatization process,
etc.

Besides representatives of local organizations, pres-
ent in this table were high representatives from Kosovo
justice institutions: Mr. Enver Peci, Chairman of the

Kosovo Judicial Council (KJC), Mr.Hydajet Hyseni
from Kosovo Judicial Council (KJC), Mr. Sadri Kras-
niqi from Kosovo Prosecutorial Council (KPC), Mr.
Zef Prendrecaj from Office of Disciplinary Counsel
(ODC) and high USAID representative Mr. Randal
Olson.

Among many discussions, Mr. Enver Peci, KJC
Chair said he highly appreciates the contribution of
local organizations in working to improve the per-
formance of the judiciary. It helps in terms of increased
transparency and increased citizen trust. He pointed
out the contribution of the local organization of North
Mitrovica that is trying to involve Serbian citizens in
Kosovo's legal system, which is also a priority for the
KJC.

While Mr. Randal Olson from USAID said that, de-
spite the challenges that have followed the justice sector
in Kosovo, he is impressed with the positive develop-
ments taking place in this sector. In addition, Mr. Ran-
dal Olson stressed that this meeting is a good example
of the continuing and increasing cooperation between
this sector and the civil society in Kosovo.

At the end, the executive director of ATRC, Mr.
Kushtrim Kaloshi said that improving the justice sys-
tem is not just a project, but it is also a mission for all
of us.




On December 19th ATRC held a meeting between
representatives of justice institutions and 15 local or-
ganizations which are engaged in monitoring the
courts, public awareness and outreach, under the proj-
ect "Increasing Citizens’ Awareness and Participation
in the Justice System" supported by the Agency of the
United States for International Development (USAID)
and implemented by ATRC.

This meeting was held in the framework of regular
meetings between the stakeholders of the project,
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which aims to enhance cooperation between judicial
institutions and citizens of Kosovo. Representatives of
judicial institutions consider these meetings helpful be-
cause they have the opportunity to closely see the con-
cerns of citizens about the justice system. Also,
representatives of local organizations see this as a good
opportunity, since they have the chance to directly re-
port about findings of their work in monitoring the
courts.

The campaign Justice and the People, funded by the
U.S. State Department- International Office of Nar-
cotics and Law Enforcement, is a movement that brings
together citizens and civil society groups in order to
identify specific issues in the justice system and pro-
mote changes through public advocacy. The aim of the
campaign is to promote a more responsible government
and to increase the accountability of the justice system
to the needs of citizens.

Over the past two years, the campaign has worked
closely with the Kosovo Police Inspectorate (KPI) to
consider steps to promote the accessibility of KPI griev-
ance processes, and recommended the creation of com-
plaint boxes as a way to broaden the KPI’s reach to all
Kosovo citizens. This year the Kosovo Police Inspec-
torate has taken into consideration the recommenda-
tions to establish complaint boxes in municipal offices.
These boxes will allow citizens to file a grievance
against police officers without having to walk by KPI’s
office, and without the possible intimidation of filing a
complaint at the police station. Citizens may now file
grievance against police officers through the complaint
boxes in civil registry offices, in person at the KPI’s of-
fice, by phone, by email, and through the KPI's web-
site and Facebook pages.

The campaign has worked closely with officials to
promote citizen access to a grievance and oversight
processes as an important step in promoting trans-
parency and accountability in Kosovo’s justice system.
Effective grievance processes ensure that officials are
held accountable when they violate citizens’ rights. The
campaign has also worked with the Office of the Dis-
ciplinary Prosecutor to advocate for improved citizens’
access to grievance processes against judges and prose-
cutors, and with the Kosovo Chamber of Advocates to
improve access to grievance processes against attor-
neys.

Another activity of the campaign was Legislative
Initiative, by collecting over 10,000 signatures in Sup-
port of an Amendment to the Law on Public Financial
Management and Accountability, which aimed to per-
mit recovery of just compensation for violations of
human rights committed by the state, including both
economic and non-economic damages.

The campaign has also prepared a series of videos
to inform the public of their rights in the justice system.
The series, entitled “Drejtési n’Shpejtési” (“Justice in a
Hurry”), discusses issues such are: Rights of Crime
Victims; Complaints to the Ombudsperson Institution;
Rights of Detainees; Rights of Accused Parties; Rights
of Domestic Violence Victims; The Right to Receive
Legal Aid; Citizen’s Complaints against Police Offi-
cials; Citizen’s Complaints against Judges and Prose-
cutors; Citizen’s Complaints against Lawyers and
Citizen’s Complaints against Eulex Officials. Each
video features an official discussing the rights of citi-
zens. The videos were broadcasted on Radio Television
Kosovo (RTK), and were aired around the World Cup
and during primetime hours, ensuring that they reached
a broad audience.

The Justice and the People campaign coordinated
by ATRC held 2 trainings on advocacy, as well as 16
Public Education Workshops, in municipality of Fer-
izaj, Gjilan, Peja, Gjakova, and Prizren, Mitrovice,
Viti, Degan, Lipjan, Kemenica, Fushe Kosova, Obiliq,
Istog and Prishtina. The aim of this workshop was to
provide citizens and members of youth centres with the
opportunity to learn about the Rights of Crime Victims
in the Justice System. During the workshop the partic-
ipants had the opportunity to raise questions and en-
gage in discussions with institutional officials about
their concerns, experiences, and observations relating
to the rights of Crime Victims.



The goal of this initiative is to permit recovery of a
fair compensation for violations of human rights com-
mitted by the state, including both economic and non-
economic damages. The campaign proposes the
amendment of the Article 69 of the Law to permit re-
covery of non-economic damages for human rights vi-
olations committed by the state. The Law currently
permits recovery of economic damages only, such as
property damage and wage loss. Often, the most sig-

On November 18, the Justice and the People cam-
paign organized a roundtable discussion on challenges
citizens face in accessing transparent, independent, and
accountable justice system disciplinary mechanisms in
Kosovo. This Roundtable discussion brought together
approximately forty experts, officials, activists, civil so-
ciety representatives, and citizens. The primary goals
of the roundtable were to evaluate the accessibility,
transparency, and independence of these institutions;
to encourage discussion on the key issues impacting cit-
izens’ trust in the justice system; and to develop appro-
priate solutions and approaches furthering the public’s
trust in the justice system.

Keynote remarks were provided by U.S. Ambassa-
dor Tracey Ann Jacobson who underscored the impor-
tance of accessible, transparent, and independent
disciplinary mechanisms to a well-functioning justice

nificant damages resulting from a human rights viola-
tion are pain and suffering, which are non-economic.

She recognized the progress made by institutions
in providing citizens with access to complaint mecha-
nisms, and called upon officials to take further steps to-
ward promoting accessible institutions. Similarly, the
Chairman of Kosovo Judicial Council, Mr.Enver Peci
observed that “Citizens’ trust in the justice system is
crucial for a democratic society. The justice system
needs to be free, independent, and unbiased in its ac-
tions and to be perceived as such by the public.”

ATRC’s Executive Director Kushtrim Kaloshi, U.S.
Ambassador Tracey Ann Jacobson, and Chairman of
Kosovo Judicial Council Enver Peci recognize the im-
portance of effective, transparent, and accessible disci-
plinary processes in providing citizens with an
accountable justice sector during the opening remarks



REFORM
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The roundtable was divided into two panels. The
first panel discussion addressed the topic of Access to
Disciplinary Processes, while the second panel
analysed the independence of justice sector disciplinary
mechanisms. Both panels were followed by open dis-
cussion and successfully generated recommendations
that will help the Campaign in identifying pertinent
public policy reform issues and formulating advocacy
strategies for promoting reforms.

The roundtable received significant media coverage,
generating over 20 news items in broadcast media, print
media, and online media. These media hits support the
findings of the roundtable and Justice and the People
Campaign policy recommendations in pressing for an
accessible, transparent, and accountable justice system.
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The Campaign is implemented by Advocacy Train-
ing and Resource Center (ATRC), the Center for Legal
Aid and Regional Development, and Sejdiu & Qerkini
G.P., with support from the Public International Law &
Policy Group, funded by the U.S. State Department-
International Office of Narcotics and Law Enforce-
ment.
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ACTIVE CITIZENS -
ACCOUNTABLE
AND TRANSPARENT

ATRC continued implementation of the project
"Active Citizens- Accountable and Transparent Mu-
nicipalities", which is funded by Olof Palme Interna-
tional Center. The project aims to increase citizen’s
participation in decision-making processes in the mu-
nicipalities of Gjilan, Viti, Kamenica and Novobrda.

This year ATRC held meetings with mayors and
municipal assembly members, in order to inform them
about ATRC work done so far in these municipalities
and ensure their support for the upcoming activities to
be developed. The project continued with organizing
12 workshops on: Cooperative Planning and Partici-
parory Governance and Budgeting, for municipal offi-
cials, municipal assembly members and civil society
representatives. Workshops aimed information and dis-

cussion about ways of involving citizens in decision-
making at local level and the importance of establish-
ment of the Consultative Committees. During the
workshops ATRC presented the guideline on “Partici-
patory budgeting", which contains examples and rec-
ommendations for municipalities and civil society
organizations and citizens regarding participatory
budgeting.



During the last year activities, on identification of
citizens needs and recommendations of the four mu-
nicipalities of Gjilan region, a common request of cit-
izens was the establishment of consultative committees
for citizen participation in decision making. Thus,
ATRC advocated in each municipality for taking into
consideration the requirements and recommendations
of the citizens and the establishment of this mecha-
nism, which would influence to the citizens and other
groups of interest to actively participate in decision
making process on public interest, as stated in Admin-
istrative Instruction for Organization and Functioning
of Consultative Committees in Municipalities. As a re-
sult of advocacy activities Municipality of Vitia and
Kamenica established Consultative Committee for cit-
izens participation in decision-making, Municipality of
Novoberda established Citizens Consultative Commit-
tee, while, Municipality of Gjilan is in the process of es-
tablishing this committee. The establishment of
consultative committees in the municipality will be an
additional offer of citizens, to be formally involved in
the process of decision making at the local level and to
increase transparency, accountability and responsive-
ness.

After the establishment of Consultative Committee
for Citizens Participation in Decision-Making, Munic-
ipality of Vitia this year has started the process of or-
ganizing and functioning of this
Therefore, ATRC in cooperation with the Municipal-

mechanism.

ity of Vitia organized two meetings with committee
members to discuss about their role and importance in
increasing the participation of citizens in decision mak-
ing processes at the local level. During the first meeting
the members elected management structures, while
during the second meeting ATRC assisted in drafting
the annual activity plan for the following year, which
was submited to the Municipal Assembly for approval.

Closing activity for this year was the regional con-
ference, aiming to share experiences on applying best
practices and ways on how to engage civil participation
in decision making in local level. Mayor and Deputy
Mayors of municipalities, municipal assembly mem-
bers, municipal officials and civil society representa-
tives, participants of the conference, appreciated ATRC
for organizing this activity, accentuated that this was
the first meeting organized between four municipali-
ties. They agreed to organize such activities in order to
find alternatives for resolving common issues as well.

Next year ATRC will continue the implementation
of this project, focusing on capacity building to mem-
bers of consultative committees in process of their
functionning. Special importance in this regard will be
given on providing direct assistance to consultative
committees on applying the participatory budgeting
process.



During 2014, ATRC continued implementation of
the project "Monitoring the process of returns from
third countries", funded by UNHCR. The project has
the objective to monitor the process of forced and vol-
untary return of Kosovo asylum seekers from third
countries in Kosovo. Through this project, ATRC mon-
itoring team aims to identify all the cases, which are re-
turned by force or voluntary, following the on-going
trends of returnees in Kosovo and sustainability of
these returns.

ATRC, in the quality of the national partner for
Kosovo, in cooperation with SEE Change Net
(Bosnia), EDEN and Ekolevizja (Albania), CZZS and
Public Interest Advocacy Centre (Bosnia), Society for
Sustainable Development Design and Forum for Free-
dom Education (Croatia), Association for Policy Re-
search Analytica, Eko-Svest and Environmental
Citizens' Association (Macedonia), Green Home and
MANS (Montenegro), Fractal and CEKOR (Serbia)
continued the implementation of the project Sustain-
able Energy Policy in Southeast Europe, funded by the
European Commission, UNDP and The Balkan Trust
for Democracy. The project aims to increase coopera-
tion between civil society organizations and strength-
ening citizens to influence policies and practices for a
more sustainable energy system in Eastern Europe, in
line with policies and key EU directives.

ATRC in cooperation with organizations of the six
countries from the region, aims at creating the Energy

ATRC monitoring team, during 2014 was visited by
representatives of the UNHCR, who expressed their in-
terest relating with work and commitment of the
ATCR staff in monitoring the process of returns in gen-
eral and engagements and ensuring that returnees re-
ceive after returning from relevant institutions in
Kosovo in particular.

Model of each country separately, which will serve to
the Government based on the draft scenarios to develop
long-term development strategies and plans. Kosovo's
energy model will be divided into six sectors, which are
estimated with more impact in the field of energy.

Thus, ATRC this year has continued with organiz-
ing consultative meetings with experts on energy sec-
tor in Kosovo, focusing on the impact of the nickel,
cement and transport sector, renewable energy and
market supply - Kosovo Capacities on renewable en-
ergy on energy consumption. These activities aim to
consult experts of relevant fields in the development of
Kosovo Energy Model.



This year, the network of civil society organizations
in the Western Balkans: SEE Change Net published a
report Winners and losers: Winners and Losers: Who
benefits from high-level corruption in the energy sector
in Southeast Europe?, which concluded that tens mil-
lions of Euros have been lost in recent decades in seven
countries of the region . The report was launched on
June 24, 2014 in Brussels, during the High Level Policy
Conference , within the EU Sustainable Energy Week
2014 , which was attended by representatives of the
ATRC as well. Organizations in this conference re-
quired from the EU institutions to treat the reform of
energy sector in South East Europe as an urgent prior-
ity. “The EU needs to pay special attention to the go-
ings-on in the energy sector including privatizations
and tendering for new projects, as well as oversee gov-
ernments plans for investments which often fail to re-
flect the needs for a sustainable energy future”, said

Garret Tankosi¢-Kelly, principal of SEE Change Net,
speaking ahead of the panel.

Based on this report, ATRC and partner organiza-
tions from six countries in the region developed advo-
cacy campaigns, aiming to raise awareness of general
public about corruption in energy sector in South East
Europe. In Kosovo the campaign started with distribu-
tion of the report to international organizations, public
institutions, agencies, civil society organizations and
the Kosovo Embassy in Belgium, and continued with
organizing meetings with representatives of institu-
tions, preparation and issue of two radio spots and or-
ganizing roundtable with representatives of
institutions, civil society, energy experts and media.



On July 4, 2014, ATRC organized a roundtable
with the representatives of Kosovo institutions, civil so-
ciety, energy experts and media for presenting the find-
ings of the report: Who benefits from high-level
corruption in the energy sector in Southeast Europe?.

The report contains analysis of the corruption phe-
nomenon in the energy sector of the South-Eastern Eu-
rope countries, effects and obstacles that corruption has
brought to the relevant countries in European integra-
tion processes, tasks and obligations that countries have
in relation to the EU, in combating the corruption phe-
nomenon, some of the most controversial corruption
cases and most popular to the public, taken from ma-
terials made public which have been investigated or
have been cases in the judicial proceedings in the re-
gion.

In the roundtable was said that, energy is one of the

largest segments in the economies of South-Eastern
Europe, with the aim to grow even more, if the regions’
governments’ ambitious plans will be realized. Mem-
ber states of the Energy Community Treaty are plan-
ning around 28.8 billion Euros of investments in energy
from 2012 to 2020 in the Western Balkans. Manage-
ment of these investments will be an existential chal-
lenge for SEE countries.

The so far experience, highlighted in this report
through concrete cases, shows that projects in the field
of energy in the region were often marked by corrup-
tion, which has moved away known investors and has
raised the costs. Also, it implied reduced opportunities
for development of sustainable energy, thus losing re-
sources, affecting the markets, diverting the public in-
terest towards private interests, basing the decision
making against rational sustainable criteria and in favor
of personal interests.




The participants agreed with the conclusions that
building of a modern energy infrastructure should go in
parallel with building of the rule of law that means:
fighting corruption, implementation of laws, free com-
petition, transparency, public information and partici-
pation of public in decision making, etc.

Croatia's experience, namely the investigation, trial
and conviction of former Prime Minister Ivo Sanader
for receiving of more than 10 million Euros in bribes
from firms in Hungary and Austria, in the field of en-
ergy, clearly proves the EU strict criteria and conditions
in relation to countries aspiring for membership, and at
the same time demonstrates the sacrifices and specific
actions taken by the government of Croatia in this case.

This report mentioned several cases most contro-
versial and popular to the public in the entire region,
which relate to corruption in the energy sector in gen-
eral, and energy projects in particular, details of which
were taken from materials made available for the pub-
lic or investigated or have been part of the lawsuits,
such as:

Kosovo, Case study 1: The KEK contract libel case

In April 2012 Arbana Xharra of the independent
daily newspaper Zéri wrote an article commenting that
businessman Bejtush Zhugolli and two of his brothers,
were financially supporting Prime Min—ister Thagi’s

election campaign and that in return, they won lucra-
tive contracts at the Kosovo Energy Corporation
(KEK). Soon after the publication of the article, Bej-
tush Zhugolli sued Xharra and Zéri, however Xharra
was found not guilty. When Selvi—je Bajrami, another
journalist at Zéri, published a report on the first court
session, Zhugolli also sued her, however she was also
found not guilty.

Kosovo, Case study 2: The UNMIK/KEK affair

A German court convicted Jo Trutschler, manager
of the Kosovo Energy Corporation (KEK) on behalf
of UNMIK, of breach of trust and misusing an aca-
dem™ic title and sentenced him to three years in prison.
From 2000-2002 it was discovered that he had
ac—quired about USD 4.3 million (then around EUR
3.7 million) and transferred the sum to fake companies
in Gibraltar. UN investigators discovered that in addi-
tion Trutschler had falsified his diploma and claimed
greater experience in management than he really had.
Most of the money was recovered.



Albania, Case study 1: The money laundering in-
vestigation

The case of Argita Berisha is about the purchase of
land in Albania not long before the govern—ment chose
it as the site of an energy project, thus raising its value;
the buyer’s attorney was the daughter of then-Prime
Minister Sali Beri—sha, while the administrator of the
buyer’s local firms was the brother-in-law of then-Min-
ister of Transportation Lulzim Basha.

Albania, Case study 2: The hydro concession case

Albanian television viewers saw hidden-camera
footage purporting to show then-deputy Prime Minis-
ter Ilir Meta trying to corrupt a hydropow—er conces-
sion, sparking widespread outrage.

In published report Winners and Losers: Who ben-
efits from high-level corruption in the South East Eu-
rope energy sector? MEP Lunacek has written the
forward for this report. MEP and Vice-President of the
European Parliament demands that investigative jour-
nalists working on high-level energy corruption be al-
lowed to do their job without fear of violence and
intimidation. “The studies presented in this report
show that the fruits of investment are large but so are
the temptations”, writes Lunacek. According to Lu-
nacek “this shows that high level corruption knows no
borders, and must be fought in earnest by EU member
states and candidate countries alike”. Unfortunately —
as many of the case studies show — journalists who are
brave enough to try and confront powerful figures in
society such as Brankica StankoviC of Insajder B92
(Serbia), Arbana Xharra of Zéri (Kosovo) and Leila

the court rejected this for procedural reasons and
named its own domestic experts who found it had been
tampered with. Ilir Meta was also accused of taking a
EUR 1 mil—lion bribe together with Dritan Prifti for
favouring a business in a tender of crude oil. In Janu-
ary 2012, the High Court in Tirana acquitted Meta due
to insufficient evidence.

Lunacek has also stated the importance of allowing
investigative journalists to do their job without ob-
structions. “The EU promotes freedom of expression in
its dialogues with enlargement countries and supports
excellence in investigative journalism, some of which is
contained in this report. Candidates and prospective
candidates for EU membership must ensure journalists
can do their job without fear of violence and intimida-
tion.”



Within the advocacy activities at national level,
ATRC, in the quality of the national partner for
Kosovo, and in cooperation with: Foundations
Punto.Sud (Italy), CO-PLAN (Albania), EASD (Ser-
bia), TEMA (Turkey), EEB (Belgium), has begun im-
plementation of a regional project: ENV.NET, funded
by the European Commission. The main goal of the
project is to strengthen the capacity of NGOs in the re-
gion; to support civil activism, to strengthen citizens
and influence in reform of processes of approximating
environmental standards.

During this period, ATRC has engaged in various
activities in Pristina and outside municipalities aiming
to educate citizens about the importance of their direct
involvement in environmental activities and advocate
to the appropriate institutions for the implementation
of environmental laws and regulations.

ATRC during 2014 organized and held a variety of
activities in close cooperation with several local organ-
izations in municipalities of Kosovo, such as:

. Four workshops in four municipalities of
Kosovo: Decgan, Ferizaj, Podujevo and Kamenica on
the topic of “Forest management and measures taken
to prevent illegal logging”. The workshops were aimed
to analyze the state of forests in the municipality, and
the identification of alternatives to prevent illegal log-

ging.

. A national conference in Pristina on the topic
of “Forest management and measures taken to prevent
illegal logging”. The roundtable brought together all ac-
tors involved in forest protection and management,
such as representatives of Kosovo Municipalities, forest
guards, Kosovo Forestry Agency, Ministry of Agricul-
ture, Forestry and Rural Development, Environmental
Protection Agency of Kosovo, representatives of civil
society and media, who provided recommendations for
the prevention of illegal logging and better manage-
ment of forests.

. Two-day training in Pristina for environmental
organizations, regarding the harmonization of national
environmental legislation with the EU and fundraising.

. Three round tables organized in three munic-
ipalities of Kosovo: Pristina, Obilic, and Mitrovica re-
garding the impact of transport on air quality.

. Four local organizations were funded on envi-
ronmental projects to develop awareness activities and
pressure on environmental issues.



ATRC and Institute for Urban Research in Albania
are implementing the project “Environmental Protec-
tion and Waste Management”, which is funded by the
European Union through the Program for Cross-bor-
der Cooperation Albania - Kosovo. The project is im-
plemented in the Municipality of Prizren and
Municipality of Kukés and focuses on environmental
protection and economic development through pro-
moting integrated waste management, training and
awareness raising of local community, in particular of
children on the benefits of recycling and composting,
which will contribute to a sustainable development and
environmental protection in the border area of Kosova
and Albania.

This year according to activity plans, ATRC has
signed Memorandum of Understanding with Munici-
pality of Prizren, held one day training session regard-
ing EU directives, relevant to waste management,
Legislation and regulatory framework for waste man-
agement in Kosovo and Plastic waste impact on envi-
ronment. The training was attended by officials of the
Municipality of Prizren and civil society representa-
tives, which discussed and shared their experience re-
garding training topics. In order to get a better
understanding of the current level of awareness on
waste management in Prizren region, ATRC also pre-
pared a survey regarding environmental protection,
waste management and recycling.

ATRC continued the implementation of the project
Promotion of cultural diversity in Kosovo, which is
funded by the European Council. The project aims to
increase public awareness on the protection of cultural
heritage and strengthening and providing assistance to
improve the legal infrastructure and practical mecha-

nisms to protect and promote cultural heritage in
Kosovo, in accordance with European standards.



ATRC program for information is implemented
through public discussions, conferences, donor presen-
tations, publications and the ATRC website. The pro-
gram supports information exchange between NGOs,
government institutions, donors, officials and citizens.
